Rules and Regulations:

All entries must be homegrown. The agriculture exhibit will be open to all Oldham County
residents. There will be a youth division (18 years and younger as of July 1, 2018) and an adult
division within this department.

Entries will be accepted at the Oldham County Extension office on Monday, July 30, 2018,
between 3:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.New this year:entries may be registered online at
oldham.fairentry.combeginning June 21. This fairbook and registration instructions are available
at oldham.ca.uky.edu/oldharcounty-fair. Exhibitors without internet access are encouraged to
submit paper preregistrations to the Extension office by July 20.

All fruits and vegetables are to be displayed on sturdy disposable plates. Exhibitors must provid:
disposable plates for their exhibits.

Entries will be moved to the fairgrounds on Tuesday, July 31, before the fair opens. All exhibits
must remain in area and will be released on Sunday, August 5, between the hours of 12 noon a
2:00 p.m. at the Oldham County Fairgrounds. Any exhibit not claimed by 2:00 p.m. will be
disposed of by the Oldham County Fair Board.

No article that has taken one premium at this fair shall compete for another, and no article
shown singly can be shown in a collection, and no article in a collection can be shown singly.

Each class entry must have the correct number of exhibits/articles to qualify for premiums. No
more than two exhibits shall be made from one household in any one class, and only one entry
per person per class.

Every effort will be made to have premium checks available at checkout time. Otherwise checks
will be mailed to winners by the Oldham County Fair Association.

During judging, no one will be allowed in the exhibition hall except judges. All ribbons won on
articles must remain on same articles until checkout time.

Premium money for all class entries except vegetable display will be: Fir$6, Second $4,
Third - $2.

Vegetable display (class 365) will be: Firs$10, Second$8, Third - $6, Fourth- $2, and Fifth- $1.
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GRAND CHAMPION will be based on a points system and awarded in Youth and Adult
Divisions. Fruit and bramble entries do not count toward points for Grand Champion. Vegetable

Display (Class 365) will serve as a tlaeaker if needed. Award will be a Grand Champion
Ribbon.

BEST OF SHOW will be awarded to a single entry in each division, excluding class 365
Vegetable Display. Award will be $25 and a Best of Show Ribbon.
